As discussed in Note 1, the financial statements present only the Water & Sewer Fund and do not purport to, and
do not, present fairly the financial position of the City of Foreman, Arkansas as of December 31, 2024, and 2023,
the changes in its financial position, or, where applicable, its cash flow for the years then ended in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. Our opinion is not modified with respect
to this matter.

Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements

accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, and for the design, implementation, and
maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

Reporting Entity

The Fund is a component unit of the City of Foreman, Arkansas with operations directed by the City Council.
The system serves property located within the corporate limits of the City of Foreman and certain properties
outside the city limits.

Basis of Presentation and Accounting

The accounts of the Fund are organized on the basis of a proprietary fund type, specifically an enterprise fund.
The activities of this fund are accounted for with a separate set of self-balancing accounts that comprise the
Fund’s assets, liabilities, net assets, revenues, and expenses. Enterprise Funds account for activities (i) that
are financed with debt that is secured solely by a pledge of the net revenues from fees and changes of the
activity; or (ii) that are required by laws or regulations that the activity’s costs of providing services, including
capital costs (such as depreciation or debt service), be recovered with fees and charges, rather than with taxes
or similar revenues; or (iii) that the pricing policies of the activity establish fees and charges designed to
recover its costs, including capital costs (such as depreciation or debt service).

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to the Fund is determined by its measurement focus.
The transactions of the Fund are accounted for on a flow of economic resources measurement focus. With this
measurement focus, all assets and all liabilities associated with the operations are included on the statement of
net assets. Net position (i.e., total assets net of total liabilities) is segregated into invested in capital assets, net
of related debt; restricted for debt service; and unrestricted components.

Estimates

Management of the Fund has made certain estimates and assumptions relating to the reporting of assets and
liabilities and revenues and expenses to prepare these financial statements in conformity with generally
accepted accounting principles. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

The Fund considers all highly liquid investments (including restricted cash and investments) with maturities
of three months or less when purchased to be cash equivalents. Certificate of deposits are presented at fair
value. Short-term investments generally mature or are otherwise available for withdrawal in less than one
year.

Allowance for Bad Debts

Allowance for bad debts is determined using the specific write-off method. This method is not in accordance
with generally accepted accounting principles but use of this method is not considered a material
misstatement of the financial statements.

Capital Assets

The cost of additions and major replacements of retired units of property are capitalized. The Fund defines
capital assets as assets with an initial, individual cost of more than $2,000 and an estimated useful life in
excess of two years. Cost includes direct labor, outside services, materials and transportation, employee
fringe benefits, overhead, and interest on funds borrowed to finance construction. The Fund did not capitalize
interest during the fiscal years 2024 and 2023. The cost and accumulated depreciation of property sold or
retired is deducted from capital assets and any profit or loss resulting from the disposal is credited or charged
in the nonoperating section of the statements of revenues, expenses, and changes in net assets. The cost of
current repairs, maintenance, and minor replacements is charged to expense. Construction in progress
primarily relates to upgrades of existing facilities.

Depreciation has been provided over estimated useful lives of the assets using the straight-line method. The
estimated useful lives are as follows:

Long-Term Debt and Costs

Long-term debt is reported at face value, net of applicable discounts and deferred loss on refunding. Costs
related to the issuance of debt are deferred and amortized over the lives of the various debt issues. Losses
occurring from advance refundings of debt are deferred and amortized as interest expense over the remaining
life of the old bonds, or the life of the new bonds, whichever is shorter.

Operating Revenues and Expenses

Operating revenues and expenses consist of those revenues that result from the ongoing principal operations
of the Fund. Operating revenues consist primarily of charges for services. Nonoperating revenues and
expenses consist of those revenues and expenses that are related to financing and investing type of activities
and result from nonexchange transactions or ancillary activities. When an expense is incurred for purposes
for which there are both restricted and unrestricted net assets available, it is the Fund’s policy to apply those
expenses to restricted net assets to the extent such are available and then to unrestricted net assets.

Equity Classifications
Net position comprises the various net earnings from operating income, nonoperating revenues and expenses,
and capital contributions. Net position is classified in the following three components:

Net Investment in Capital Assets- This component of net position consists of capital assets, net of accumulated
depreciation and reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, mortgages, notes, or other borrowings
that are attributable to the acquisition, construction, or improvement of those assets.

Temporarily Restricted- This component of net position consists of constraints imposed by creditors (such as
through debt covenants), grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations of other governments or constraints
imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

Unrestricted - This component of net position consists of net position that does not meet the definition of
“restricted.”

Budgets and Budgetary Accounting

Prior to the beginning of the new fiscal year, the Council Members adopt an annual budget for the Fund. The
budget of the Fund is adopted under a basis consistent with GAAP, except that depreciation, certain capital
expenses, and non-operation income and expense items are not considered. All annual appropriations lapse at
fiscal year-end.

Restricted Assets

Certain proceeds of the Fund’s revenue, as well as certain resources set aside for the loan repayment and loan
agreement requirements, are classified as restricted assets on the Statement of Net Position, because they are
maintained in separate bank accounts and their use is limited by applicable loan covenants. Customer
deposits held by the Fund are also considered restricted.

Leases

The Fund calculates operating lease using the implicit interest rate, or their incremental borrowing rate if the
lease rate is not determinable. All lease and non-lease components are combined for all leases. Lease
payments for leases with a term of 12 months or less are expensed on a straight-line basis over the term of the

lease with no lease asset or liability recognized.

Reclassification

Certain 2023 items may have been reclassified in order to conform with the 2014 financial statement

presentation.

The Fund has pledged future water customer revenues, net of specified operating expenses, to repay $641,976
in loans. Proceeds from the loans were used for building of the Fund’s water and sewer system and water
storage tank facilities and equipment. Principal and interest on the loans are payable through 2049, solely
from the water customer net revenues. Principal and interest paid in the year ended December 31, 2024 were
$66,769 and $18,877, respectively. Principal and interest paid in the year ended December 31, 2023 were
$66,106 and $25,326, respectively.

NOTE 3 — COMMITMENTS:

The Fund has been awarded a Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $425,500 to fund the
wastewater treatment renovation project. Of the $425,500 awarded in grants, the Fund has received $286,708
as of December 31, 2024.

The Arkansas Natural Resources Commission selected three of the Fund’s American Rescue Plan Drinking
Water Applications to receive funding. The selected applications are “Wastewater Treatment Plant
Improvements” with funding up to $1,388,772; “Ground Storage Tank Improvements” with funding up to
$195,200; and “Water Line Replacement and Improvements” with funding up to $1,139,000. These
applications do not require a cost share. The Fund has received $94,406 on the “Wastewater Treatment Plant
Improvements” application, $171,742 on the “Ground Storage Tank Improvements” application, and
$884,336 on the “Water Line Replacement and Improvements” application, as of December 31, 2024,

The Fund incurred costs of $75,077 on the Water Line Replacement and Improvements project in 2024 and
requested funds be released in the amount of $75,077, which is listed as Other Receivable on the balance
sheet at December 31, 2024. The costs are listed as Accounts Payable From Restricted Funds on the balance
sheet as of December 31, 2024.

The Fund has been awarded a Loan with Arkansas Natural Resources in the amount of $206,000 to fund the
Water Line Replacement project. The loan includes a 3% issuance fee. Of the $206,000 awarded in loans,
the Fund has received $0 as of December 31, 2024.

The Fund started the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvement project during the year ended December 31,
2024. The Fund has entered into a contract with an engineering firm in the amount of $157,100, and total
costs of $94,406 were incurred on this contract as of December 31, 2024. The Fund has entered into a contract
with a construction firm for the amount of $1,698,560, and total costs of $276,972 were incurred on this
contract as of December 31, 2024.

The Fund started the Water Line Replacement and Improvements project during the year ended December 31,
2024. The Fund has entered into a contract with an engineering firm in the amount of $116,464, and total
costs of $101,245 were incurred on this contract as of December 31, 2024. The Fund has entered into a
contract with a construction firm for the amount of $1,022,535, and total costs of $897,620 were incurred on
this contract as of December 31, 2024.

NOTE 4 -PUBLIC FUNDS: DEPOSITS WITH FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS:

The carrying amount of the Fund’s deposits was $342,824 and $329,672 at December 31, 2024 and 2023,
respectively, and the bank balance was $354,670 and $330,152 at December 31,2024 and 2023, respectively.
The difference between the bank balance and the carrying amount represents outstanding checks and deposits
in transit. Of the bank balance, $354,670 was insured by federal depository insurance.

NOTE 6 — ARKANSAS PUBLIC EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT PENSION PLAN:

Plan Description. The City of Foreman contributes to the Arkansas Public Employees Retirement System
(APERS), a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan that covers municipal employees
whose municipalities have elected coverage under this System. APERS provides retirement and disability
benefits, annual cost-of-living adjustments, and death benefits to plan members and beneficiaries. Benefit
provisions are established by State law and can be amended only by the Arkansas General Assembly. The
Arkansas Public Employees Retirement System issues a publicly available financial report that includes
financial statements and required supplementary information for APERS.
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NOTE 6 — ARKANSAS PUBLIC EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT PENSION PLAN, Continued:

Funding Policy. APERS has contributory and non-contributory plans. Contributory members are required by
code to contribute 5% of their salary. Beginning July 1, 2022, the contribution rates shall be increased in
increments of .25% per fiscal year, not to exceed 7%. The contributory rate was increased to 5.75% as of July
1, 2024. Each participating employer is required by code to contribute at a rate established by the Board of
Trustees of the system based on the annual actuarial valuation. The current employer rate is 15.32% of annual
covered payroll. The Fund’s contributions to APERS for the years ending December 31, 2024 and 2023 were
$17,337 and $14,193, respectively, equal to the required contributions for the year.

Requirements. GASB issued Statement No. 68, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions — an
Amendment of GASB Statement No. 27, which establishes standards for public pension plan obligations for
participating employers. A cost-sharing employer whose employees receive pensions through a trust will
report in the financial statements a net pension liability, deferred outflows or inflows of resources related to
pensions, and pension expense based on its’ proportionate share of the collective net pension liability of all
employers in the plan. A net pension liability can be volatile due to changes in actuarial estimates and the
actual investment return. These financial statements do not include the disclosure related to this accounting
principal but would be included in the government wide financial statements and not the individual fund
financial statements.

NOTE 7 — RESTRICTED ASSETS:

Restricted assets consist of cash reserves restricted by long-term debt covenants and cash deposits for meters
by customers. The long-term debt covenants require minimum reserves for bond payments and a depreciation
fund (see Note 2).

We have audited, in accordance with the auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America and the standards applicable to the financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, the financial statements of the City of Foreman Water
and Sewer Fund (the “Fund”), as of and for the year ended December 31, 2024, and the related notes to the
financial statements, which collectively comprise the City of Foreman Water and Sewer Fund’s basic
financial statements, and have issued our report thereon dated July 21, 2025.

Report on Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the Fund’s internal control
over financial reporting (internal control) as a basis for designing audit procedures that are appropriate in the
circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial statements, but not for the purpose
of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Fund’s internal control. Accordingly, we do not express
an opinion on the effectiveness of the Fund’s internal control.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management
or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct
misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in
internal control such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the entity’s financial
statements will not be prevented or detected and corrected on a timely basis. A significant deficiency is a
deficiency, or combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe than a material weakness, yet
important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance.

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this
section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material weaknesses
or significant deficiencies and therefore, material weaknesses or significant deficiencies may exist that were
not identified. Given these limitations, during our audit we did not identify any deficiencies in internal
control that we consider to be material weaknesses. We identified certain deficiencies in internal control,
described in the accompanying schedule of findings and responses as items 2024-001 and 2024-002 that we
consider to be significant deficiencies.

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the Fund’s financial statements are free of material
misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and
grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a direct and material effect on the determination of
financial statement. However, providing an opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an objective of
our audit, and accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. The results of our tests disclosed instances of
noncompliance or other matters that are required to be reported under Government Auditing Standards, which are
described in the accompanying list of findings as items 2024-003.

Fund’s Response to Findings

Government Auditing Standards requires the auditor to perform limited procedures on the Fund’s response to the
findings identified in our audit and described in the accompanying Schedule of Finding and Responses. The
Fund’s response was not subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the financial statements, and
accordingly, we express no opinion on it.

Purpose of this Report

The purpose of this report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control and compliance and the
results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness of the Fund’s internal control or on
compliance. This report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with Government Auditing
Standards in considering the entity’s internal control and compliance. Accordingly, this communication is not
suitable for any other purpose.

2024-001 Internal Control — Segregation of Duties

Criteria: The segregation of duties and responsibilities between different individuals for custody of assets,
recordkeeping and those assets and reconciliation of those asset accounts is an important control activity needed to
adequately protect the entity’s assets and ensure accurate financial reporting.

Condition: Presently the same individual who is responsible for customer billing and adjustment, receives
customer payments, and posts payments to subsidiary accounts receivable ledger. Also, the same individual who
is responsible for general ledger activity, including posting and writing checks also reconciles the bank statement.
This finding was also noted in 2023.

Cause: The Fund’s limited size and staffing resources have made it difficult for management to provide sufficient
staffing to fully segregate incompatible duties in a cost-effective manner.

Effect or Potential Effect: Without sufficient segregation of duties, the risk significantly increases that errors and
fraud related to utility billing and collection activities, including misappropriation of assets, could occur and not
be detected within a timely basis.

Recommendation: We recommend that management of the Fund should consider a formal evaluation of their risks
associated with this lack of duty segregation over utility cash and receivables. In response to the identified risks,
consideration should be given to identifying and implementing controls that could help mitigate the risks
associated with lack of segregation of duties, such as providing increased management oversight. For example,
the Fund might consider soliciting the assistance of an independent volunteer to perform certain functions
including to act as compensating procedures where applicable.

View of Responsible Officials: The City of Foreman Water and Sewer Fund has attempted to segregate duties, but
due to the limited number of personnel, effective segregation of duties is not possible. Management of the City of
Foreman Water and Sewer Fund will provide oversight to the personnel.

2024-002 Internal Control — Complete set of accounting records
Criteria: Maintaining a complete set of accounting records.

Condition: At December 31, 2024 the Fund’s general ledger did not include the current years transactions for two
project bank accounts that are a material part of the financial statements.

Cause: The Fund did not properly record transactions and maintain accounting records.
Effect or Potential Effect: General ledger accounts were not properly accounted for in the Fund’s internal financial

statements. With these accounts missing, it does not permit the preparation of accurate and reliable financial
statements.

Recommendation: We recommend that management of the Fund properly records all transactions and
appropriately maintains all accounting records in a timely manner.

View Of Responsible Officials: The Fund concurs with the recommendation.

2024-003 Compliance —Reserve Requirements

Criteria: The Fund was not in compliance with the reserve requirements set forth by the loan covenants established
by Arkansas Natural Resources Commission, as well as the reserve requirements established by Act 545/605 by the
State of Arkansas.

Condition: Loan covenants with Arkansas Natural Resources Commission require a depreciation reserve in the
amount of three percent of gross monthly revenues to be accumulated for the life of the loan. Reserve requirements
established by Act 545/605 by the State of Arkansas require five percent of gross annual revenues to be deposited
into a dedicated replacement and refurbishment account, which can be used to also satisfy the requirements set
forth by Arkansas Natural Resources Commission.

Cause: The monthly deposits made to the depreciation reserve account are not adequate to comply with the reserve
requirements.

Effect or Potential Effect: Without having the proper reserve accounts, the Fund risks having the ability to pay for
any major repair, and is not in compliance with the loan covenant/state law.

Recommendation. We recommend that the Fund start making the required monthly transfers to the reserve
accounts.

View of Responsible Officials: The Fund concurs with the recommendation.
